2. identify tone, purpose, context and audience to infer meaning, values and attitudes related
to lifestyle, leisure and education

3. analyse and evaluate information and ideas to draw conclusions and justify opinions, ideas
and perspectives related to lifestyle, leisure and education

4. apply knowledge of Japanese language elements, structures and textual conventions to
convey meaning appropriate to context, purpose, audience and cultural conventions related
to lifestyle, leisure and education

5. structure, sequence and synthesise information to justify opinions, ideas and perspectives
related to lifestyle, leisure and education

6. use strategies to maintain communication and exchange meaning in Japanese to discuss
lifestyle, leisure and education with peers and Japanese-speaking community members.

Session 1 Part 1: Short response

Question 1

Identify the purpose of and a likely audience for Stimulus 1 and what this reveals about the speaker’s
values. Justify your response with relevant evidence from the text.

Question 2

Analyse the speaker’s emotions in Stimulus 2, as indicated by their tone, and evaluate the effect the day’s
events have had on this person. Justify your response with relevant information from the text.

Question 3

What is the context for Stimulus 3 and to what extent does the writer manage his lifestyle and leisure
commitments? Justify your answer with relevant evidence from the text.

Question 4

Evaluate the efforts of young Japanese-speaking people to observe a variety of traditional and modern
cultural conventions as evident in stimulus texts. Justify your answer with specific reference to Stimulus 4
and at least one other stimulus.

Question 5

A Japanese teacher visiting your school is compiling comparisons of Australian and Japanese
celebrations to share with Japanese middle school students.

Compare one of the celebrations in Stimulus 1, 2 or 3 to a similar Australian one. Draw on relevant details
from the stimulus and your own experience to evaluate similarities and differences, and to justify your
opinions and ideas.
