Context

In this unit, you have focused on the topics of travel, technology and media and the contribution of
Japanese-speaking culture/s to the world. Your response will be to three teacher-provided stimulus texts,
one of which has been explored in class. The other two you will work on individually.

Situation: A group of Japanese students on exchange at your school are studying the use and impact of
technology on the lives of Queensland and Japanese-speaking students. You have been asked to give a
presentation on the subject during their visit.

Task

Analyse Stimulus 1, 2 and 3 to develop a multimodal presentation where you establish a personal
perspective in response to the following question:

To what extent does technology allow us to connect with each other and form opinions about one
another, the world and Japanese culture? Justify your response using relevant information from the
stimulus.

To complete this task, you must:

¢ develop a detailed understanding of the information, ideas, opinions and experiences in the stimulus
texts

¢ analyse and evaluate the language, information and ideas in the stimulus texts
o develop your own perspectives using evidence from the stimulus texts

e draw your own personal conclusions

e construct a structured, controlled and synthesised multimodal presentation.

¢ Be familiar with your technology, and allow plenty of time to check all is working.
