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Language elements

This document provides the language elements for Japanese. A working knowledge of these
elements supports students in their development of learning the subject matter.

Learning experiences across the four units will provide the opportunity for students to acquire
communicative language capacity using these language elements. Students will then be required
to demonstrate their capacity to use these language elements.

If students have studied the Australian Curriculum for Japanese in Years 7—10 they would have
been exposed to these elements through the learning area’s essential knowledge, understanding
and skills.

In the language elements table below, examples of sentences or phrases are given to highlight
grammatical usage, rather than to indicate particular vocabulary. This list is not exhaustive, and
by Unit 4, teachers will be adding additional complex language elements relevant to the subject
matter and their context and cohort. The ability to create and read text in genkou youshi is
mandatory subject matter.
