Hablamos mas en un dia que en
toda la semana anterior.”

Este apagon nos hizo reflexionar: ¢ qué papel juega realmente la tecnologia en nuestro tiempo
libre? ; Hasta qué punto dependemos de un aparato para sentirnos entretenidos o conectados?
¢, Nos hemos vuelto auténticos adictos a lo digital?

No se trata de rechazar la tecnologia, que obviamente tiene miles de ventajas, sino de
cuestionar si hay equilibrio. ; Cuando fue la ultima vez que disfrutamos una conversacion sin que
alguien mirara su movil? ;O un paseo sin comprobar notificaciones cada dos minutos?

Al dia siguiente, cuando el servicio se restablecio, las redes sociales se llenaron de memes y
comentarios. Algunos decian que habian “sobrevivido” a la pesadilla de la vida sin Wi-Fi,
mientras otros reconocian que habian disfrutado la desconexién. Lo fascinante es que, por unas
horas, fuimos forzados a vivir mas despacio, mas presentes.

Quizas el ocio digital deberia convivir con otras formas de disfrutar nuestro tiempo. A lo mejor no
necesitamos quedarnos sin luz para recordar que, a veces, lo mas humano es simplemente mirar
al otro y conversar.

Question 1

What is the intended audience of Stimulus 1? Justify your conclusion with two examples from the
stimulus.

The intended audience of Stimulus 1 is young people, particularly adolescents or digitally
engaged individuals who may not be familiar with traditional cultural events. This is evident from
the mention of how some virtual workshops have been organised to teach choreographies like
the ‘Pinapple Flower' specially designed with teenagers in mind, which directly references youth
engagement. Additionally, the use of a social media campaign with the hashtag
(#LongLiveGuelaguetza) suggests the author intends to target a tech-savvy audience who uses
social media platforms to reach a larger amount of young people.

A further example is that the live broadcast offers everyone around the world, particularly local
people who live a distance away, the chance to participate in the festival, creating a sense of
unity and belonging, specifically focused on the young people who have moved away from their
hometown.

Question 2

How does the author of Stimulus 1 feel about traditional festivals in the modern world? Justify
your conclusion with two examples from the stimulus.

The author feels optimistic about the Guelaguetza and its evolving role in modern society. This
can be seen when the author mentions that this festival shows that traditional dance can perfectly
coexist with modern life, indicating they appreciate the effort made for the fusion of tradition and
modernity. Including tradition in modern life maximises the chances of continuity of the tradition,
which is why the author is optimistic about the success of this festival and this is reflected
throughout the text. Another example is when the author mentions that when inclusive spaces are
open that respect the cultural heritage and use tools that are currently available, traditions are not
just kept but they flourish. This illustrates that the author feels there is a bright future for traditional
festivals like Guelaguetza, therefore showing optimism for the success of this and upcoming
festivals.

Question 3

Why would Sara enjoy the experience described in Stimulus 27 Justify your conclusion with three
examples from the stimulus.

Sara would highly likely enjoy the experience described in Stimulus 2. She is very enthusiastic
about the virtual reality tour of Barcelona as it appears to fit well with her style of learning. She
firstly expresses excitement and shows enthusiasm when she introduces the experience and
describes how she just found out about it and “it blew her mind”. Moreover, she appreciates
immersive learning, stating that she loves it when technology is used for something other than
being on Instagram all day. She also thinks that she would like more to learn this way (immersive)
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rather than by reading a book or watching documentaries. Furthermore, she enjoys walking and
history, and mentions that although she still hasn'’t fully decided if she’s going to do it, she thinks
it would be the perfect combination for her, as it includes history, culture, walking, using
technology in a creative way. Finally, she thinks it is a good thing that they offer three choices of
routes to follow. She has already decided on which one she’d like to take, the one that shows
everyday life in Roman times, as she’s always been intrigued by their lifestyle, not just the life of
kings or famous warriors.

Question 4

What is the context of Stimulus 37 Justify your conclusion with two examples from the stimulus.

El contexto del estimulo 3 es un apagdn eléctrico masivo que ocurrio en abril de 2025 y que
afecté a Espana y Portugal durante mas de doce horas. Esto se puede observar al comienzo del
texto, cuando dice que millones de personas se quedaron sin electricidad inesperadamente.
También se puede ver en los ejemplos de los cambios forzados que sufrieron en las actividades
cotidianas. Un ejemplo de un cambio es que la gente empezé a hablar con desconocidos porque
no tenian acceso a sus teléfonos maoviles ni a las redes sociales. Este ejemplo confirma que el
contexto es una interrupcion tecnolégica inesperada.

Ademas, una profesora habla de pausar su dia y cocinar con su hija. Agrega que las dos
hablaron mas durante esas horas que en toda la semana anterior. El contraste en el tiempo
dedicado a interactuar entre madre e hija demuestra el amplio uso que normalmente ambas le
dan a lo electrénico, que, al ser interrumpido, abrié oportunidades para explorar otras actividades
normalmente ignoradas, como las charlas.

Question 5

What is the purpose of Stimulus 37 Justify your conclusion with two examples from the stimulus.

El propdsito del estimulo 3 es invitar a la reflexidon sobre el uso excesivo de la tecnologia y
proponer un equilibrio en el uso de la tecnologia durante el tiempo libre.
